





Thirty-second Sunday in Ordinary Time November 11, 2018 Reflections

Hello!

If you are asked, “who is the most valuable person in your life?” You may not respond by indicat-

ing someone who has a lot of money or power. Instead, you probably will identify the person who

made sacrifices for you. Who has been helpful to you? Perhaps a teacher or mentor devoted to

guiding you through life? Who are the poorest people you know? Perhaps those who do not share

with others! Their selfishness drives them to spiritual poverty, lacking in joy and love. Greed tells
them, “don’t share anything!”

The opposite of selfishness is generosity. This spirit of generosity by offering one’s whole heart is echoed in today’s
Gospel: The story of a widow who gives all she has. In ancient cultures, being a widow was difficult since women
could not own property or land. To clarify, the widow mentioned in today’s Gospel is destitute. She was probably
living on charity from her relatives, friends, or neighbors.

When she visits the temple, she has only two small coins. She gives both coins, leaving her with nothing! What a
generous heart! What was going through her mind? Did she ask herself, “will I have any money to buy my next
meal?” Such concerns do not seem to occupy her thoughts. Instead, she arrives in the temple on that day with a
spirit of peace and willingness to offer all she has to God. Her generosity, a richness in spirit, is reflected by her
giving without thinking of returns or rewards.

She may have been a poor widow, but she had the richest spirit and biggest heart of anyone that day. Jesus observed
her behavior and praised her sincere and generous heart. Jesus values people not based on possessions, but on what
they give from their hearts. A person who doesn’t share is the poorest in the things that really matter; love, happi-

ness, and purpose .

Earthly wealth often makes people mentally and spiritually poor since there are so many concerns and burdens that
can weigh a person down. On the other hand, material poverty can contribute to inner peace as we focus on spirit-
uality, love, and a greater appreciation for the few things we do have. Being rich or poor is not a sin. This is reflect-
ed in today’s Gospel by the fact that Jesus does not condemn the wealthy contributors; there is nothing wrong with
them being rich. The ultimate value of life is being able to reach out and to share ones’ blessings with others in
need. Therefore, the message today is that the accumulation of worldly goods or wealth is far less important than

our love and compassion for others.

Everything we have in this life comes from God’s blessings — according to our abilities and circumstances. There
will be things that other people have that we don’t, and there are blessings that we have that others won’t have. In
other words, the number of blessings we don’t have is endless. However, the blessings we do have are priceless!

Let us be grateful that each day God bestows upon us a wealth of blessings we need.

The widow in today’s Gospel reveals her wisdom, faith, and trust in God. She knows she is not giving away her
blessings of family and friends but is instead helping God bless others in need of the money she gave. Jesus observes
her behavior and acknowledges her sacrifice, even just two small coins because she gives all she has—holding noth-
ing back. Jesus knows our good intentions for whatever we do and say. When we offer our whole being to Him,
He will bless us with the blessings and strengths we need to enable us to live in the richness of God’s peace and

love. We forever value God’s gift in Jesus Christ for our eternal happiness in heaven

Si se le pregunta, ";quién es la persona mas valiosa en tu vida?" Puede que no responda indicando a alguien que tiene
mucho dinero o poder. En su lugar, probablemente identificaras a la persona que hizo sacrificios por ti. ;Quién te ha
ayudado? Tal vez un maestro o mentor dedicado a guiarte por la vida? Finalmente, ;qui¢nes son las personas mas
pobres que conoces? [Quizas aquellas personas que no comparten con los demas! Su egoismo los lleva a la pobreza
espiritual, carente de alegria y amor. La codicia les dice: "{No compartan nada!"

Lo opuesto al egoismo es la generosidad. Este espiritu de generosidad al ofrecer todo de corazon se refleja en el Evan-
gelio de hoy: la historia de una viuda que da todo lo que tiene. En las culturas antiguas, ser viuda era dificil ya que las
mujeres no podian poseer propiedades o tierras. Para aclarar, la viuda mencionada en el Evangelio de hoy es indigente.
Probablemente vivia de la caridad de sus familires, amigos o vecinos.

Cuando visita el templo, solo tiene dos monedas pequenas. jElla da ambas monedas, dejandola sin nada! ;Qué corazon
tan generoso! ;Que estaba pasando por su mente? Se pregunto a si misma: “;Tendre dinero para comprar mi proxima
comida?” Estas preocupaciones no parecen ocupar sus pensamientos. En cambio, ella llega al templo ese dia con un
espiritu de paz y buena voluntad de ofrecer todo lo que tiene a Dios. Su generosidad, una riqueza de espiritu, se refleja

en su donacion sin pensar €n ganancias O recompensas.

Puede que haya sido una viuda pobre, pero tiene el espiritu mas rico y el corazon mas grande de todos ese dia. Jests
observo sus comportamientos y alabo su corazon sincero y generoso. Jests valora a las personas no basadas en pos-
esiones, sino en lo que dan de sus corazones. Una persona que no comparte es la mas pobre en aquellas cosas que real-

mente importan; Amor, felicidad y proposito.

La riqueza terrenal a menudo hace que las personas sean pobres mentalmente y espiritualmente, ya que hay tantas pre-
ocupaciones y cargas que pueden hacer que una persona se sienta mal. Por otro lado, la pobreza material puede con-
tribuir a la paz interior al enfocarnos en la espiritualidad, el amor y un mayor aprecio por las pocas cosas que tenemos.
Ser rico o pobre no es un pecado. Esto se refleja en el Evangelio de hoy por el hecho de que Jests no condena a los
contribuyentes ricos; No hay nada de malo en que sean ricos. El valor maximo de la vida es poder alcanzar y compartir
las bendiciones de unos con otros que lo necesitan. Por lo tanto, el mensaje de hoy es que la acumulacion de bienes o

riquezas mundanas es mucho menos importante que nuestro amor y compasion por los demas.

Todo lo que tenemos en esta vida proviene de las bendiciones de Dios, de acuerdo con nuestras habilidades y circun-
stancias. Siempre habra cosas que otras personas tienen que nosotros no tenemos, y hay bendiciones que tenemos que
otros no tendran. En otras palabras, la cantidad de bendiciones que no tenemos son infinitas. Sin embargo, las bendi-
ciones que si tenemos no tienen precio! Estemos agradecidos de que cada dia Dios nos conceda una gran cantidad de

bendiciones que necesitamos.

La viuda en el Evangelio de hoy revela su sabiduria, fe y confianza en Dios. Ella sabe que no esta regalando las bendi-
ciones de su familia y amigos, sino que esta ayudando a Dios a bendecir a otros que necesitan el dinero que ella da.
Jestis observa su comportamiento y reconoce su sacrificio, incluso solo dos monedas pequenas que ella da es todo lo
que tiene, sin retener nada. Jesus conoce nuestras buenas intenciones por lo que hacemos y decimos. Cuando le of-
recemos todo nuestro ser a El, El nos bendecira con las bendiciones y fortalezas que necesitamos para permitirnos vivir
en la riqueza de la paz y el amor de Dios. Siempre valoramos el regalo de Dios en Jesucristo por nuestra felicidad eter-

na en el cielo.
