





Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe November 25,2018 Reflections

Hello!

Our Church liturgical calendar ends on this Sunday with the celebration of Christ the King of the
Universe. Next Sunday we will begin our first Sunday of Advent.

Every Sunday for the Eucharistic Celebration and the Nicene Creed, we say the name of Pontius
Pilate. Who is this person and why his name is there? In 26 A.D. the Roman Emperor Tiberius
appointed Pilate to govern the Roman provinces of Judaea, Samaria, and Idumaea. Pilate was assigned many duties
and responsibilities such as tax collection, construction projects, and as judge in the land of Palestine. Indeed, he

was a powerful man for more than thirty years of the first century of Christianity.

Today’s Gospel describes the scene that Pilate is interrogating Jesus before His crucifixion. Pilate tries to intimidate
Jesus with his power and authority, hoping he could control Jesus. However, Pilate’s authority could not overcome
the truth that Jesus is the King of the Universe.

Pilate symbolizes power that fears Jesus, who represents truth! We recall the story of the birth of Jesus on Christmas
Night. A small Baby Jesus was born defenseless in a field, only a few people around Him. Meanwhile, a powerful
man - King Herod - feared the newly born Jesus. He was so afraid that he ordered all children under two to be
killed. He thought he could kill the truth. King Herod’s evil acts failed him. Similarly, evil destroyed the whole
Roman Empire a few centuries later. Jesus’ name was spread out rapidly throughout the Roman Empire. Even
though many Christians were persecuted, they lived to testify the truth. No earthly power could terminate their
love for the Truth.

In 323 A.D. Christianity officially became the religion of the Roman Empire, ending the evil that had reigned be-

fore.

What is truth for us? How can we live according to the truth? Someone might say, “What’s true for you, may not
be true for me.” In fact, we are living in a challenging truth defined by scientific methods. The world views religion
as a medieval superstition or ancient myth. Some folks think, “The truth of God must be proven. Otherwise, I
don’t believe.” Truth is evidence. When truth can’t be explained with the evidence, some people throw the truth
away!

The Church’s tradition is the source of our faith from early Christianity, as proclaimed Jesus was captured, died,
and rose from death on the third day: He is no longer dead! He is with us in the Spirit and transforms our lives. He
guides us each moment as we journey to our Father in heaven. He modeled love and forgiveness throughout His
ministry. That is the truth, and we need to profess that truth through deeds, faith, and life.

Along the path of life, we encounter the power of darkness under various forms of deception. Evil secks to separate us
from the truth and the love of Jesus. For some people, living a life according to the truth of God is not comfortable
— even painful. They are afraid of the truth and do everything to keep the truth away. Jesus’ followers should have
no problem seeking the truth because the truth and love will always lead us to do what’s good and righteous.

Pontius Pilate wasted his life because he denied the truth that Jesus is the King of the Universe. Pilate failed to see
the truth because he was occupied by his attraction to power that led him to live in the darkness of sin. People are
still using their power to shut down the voice of truth each day. They fear the truth will reveal their realities. The
evidence of the truth is the empty tomb and the cross where Jesus was crucified, died, and defeated death through
resurrection. The wisdom of the Truth is that Jesus is the King of the Universe who guides us to fulfillment for life
and eternal happiness.

Nuestro calendario litargico de la Iglesia termina este domingo con la celebracion de Cristo Rey del Universo. El

proximo domingo comenzaremos nuestro primer domingo de Adviento.

Todos los domingos para la celebracion eucaristica y el credo de Nicea, decimos el nombre de Poncio Pilato.
¢/Quién es esta persona y por qué su nombre esta ahi? En el 26 AD, el emperador romano Tiberio nombro a Pilato
para gobernar las provincias romanas de Judea, Samaria e Idumaea. A Pilato se le asignaron muchos deberes y res-
ponsabilidades, tales como la recaudacion de impuestos, proyectos de construccion y juez en la tierra de Palestina.

De hecho, fue un hombre poderoso durante mas de treinta afios del primer siglo del cristianismo.

El evangelio de hoy describe la escena en que Pilato esta interrogando a Jests antes de su crucifixion. Pilato intenta
intimidar a Jesas con su poder y autoridad, esperando que ¢l pueda controlar a Jests. Sin embargo, la autoridad de

Pilato no pudo vencer la verdad de que Jests es el Rey del Universo.

Pilato simboliza el poder que teme Jesus, que representa la verdad! Recordamos la historia del nacimiento de Jesus
en la noche de Navidad. Un pequeno Nifo Jests naci6 indefenso en un campo, solo unas pocas personas a su alre-
dedor. Mientras tanto, un hombre poderoso, el rey Herodes, temia al recién nacido Jesus. Tenia tanto miedo que
ordeno que mataran a todos los nifios menores de dos afios. Penso que podia matar la verdad. Los actos malvados
del rey Herodes le fallaron. Del mismo modo, el mal destruyo todo el Imperio Romano unos siglos mas tarde. El
nombre de Jests se extendio rapidamente por todo el Imperio Romano. Aunque muchos cristianos fueron perse-

guidos, vivieron para testificar la verdad. Ningan poder terrenal podria terminar su amor por la Verdad.

En 323 AD, el cristianismo se convirtio oficialmente en la religion del Imperio Romano, acabando con el mal que
habia reinado antes.

¢Que es la verdad para nosotros? ;Como podemos vivir segun la verdad? Alguien podria decir: "Lo que es verdad

para ti puede no serlo para mi". De hecho, estamos viviendo un desafio en el que la verdad esta definida por meto-
dos cientificos. El mundo ve la religion como una supersticion medieval o un mito antiguo. Algunas personas pien-
san: “La verdad de Dios debe ser probada. De lo contrario, no creo ". La verdad es evidencia. Cuando la verdad no

puede explicarse con la evidencia, jalgunas personas desechan la verdad!

La tradicion de la Iglesia, la fuente de nuestra fe desde el cristianismo primitivo, ha proclamado que Jesus fue cap-
turado, muerto y resucitado al tercer dia: jya no esta muerto! El est4 con nosotros en el Espiritu y transforma
nuestras vidas. El nos guia cada momento mientras viajamos hacia nuestro Padre en el cielo. El modelé el amor y el
perdon a lo largo de su ministerio. Esa es la verdad, y debemos profesar esa verdad a traves de los hechos, la fe y la
vida.

A lo largo del camino de la vida, encontramos el poder de la oscuridad bajo varias formas de engano. El mal busca
separarnos de la verdad y del amor de JesGs. Para algunas personas, vivir una vida segtin la verdad de Dios no es

comodo, incluso doloroso. Tienen miedo de la verdad y hacen todo lo posible para mantenerla alejada. Los segui-
dores de Jests no deberian tener problemas en buscar la verdad porque la verdad y el amor siempre nos llevaran a

hacer lo que es bueno y justo.

Poncio Pilato desperdicio su vida porque neg6 la verdad de que Jesus es el Rey del Universo. Pilato no pudo ver la
verdad porque estaba ocupado por su atraccion a el poder que lo llevo a vivir en la oscuridad del pecado. La gente
todavia esta usando su poder para apagar la voz de la verdad cada dia.
