





SEVENTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

*GOSPEL COMMENTARY:*

“PRAYER IS ABOUT
SEARCHING AND FINDING”

Little children can be amazingly per-
sistent about some things. If they want
a new toy, they ask, and ask, and ask—often to the
point of greatly annoying the parents. They might be
shown how to stack up building blocks, then sit for
hours doing it over and over again. They try over and
over again to learn to tie their shoe laces and keep at it
until they succeed. Children (and we) learn through
persistence. They (and we) achieve through persis-
tence. In fact, persistence is something that can serve
us throughout our whole lives. The important thing to
remember, though, is that the point isn’t the persis-
tence itself; the point is gaining what is desired. The
first reading and gospel this Sunday each speaks of
persistence. In both readings what is important is not
the persistence but the result: fruitful prayer. The
readings focus on where prayer takes us—the thrust of
prayer is life, which ultimately leads to eternal life.

In this gospel Jesus “teach(es) us to pray.” Most
important, he teaches us to whom we pray: God who is
a generous and caring Father. He also teaches us for
what we should pray: not just for immediate needs
(“daily bread”) but, more important, for ultimate
needs: the furthering of God’s kingdom, the gift of
forgiveness, and protection from anything that would
take us from God. It is persistence in prayer that
brings us deeper into our relationship with God and
opens us to receive these “good gifts” God offers us.
It is persistence in prayer that establishes and main-
tains the kind of relationship with God that assures us
of the ultimate goal of life: eternal happiness with our
divine Lover.

The two examples that Jesus uses (neighborly
friendship and father-son kinship) reveal that what is
always granted through prayer is deeper relationship
with God and others. Jesus teaches us that the One to
whom we pray is our “Father” whose love and care for
us is unlimited. This deeply intimate and personal re-
lationship with God inspires in us the confidence
(“how much more . . .”) to pray with “persistence” and
the realization that what we pray for is not as impor-
tant as the fact that we address God in such intimate
terms. The prayer always deepens our relationship
with God and this is already an answer to what we
need.

*COMENTARIO DEL EVANGELIO:*

“ORAR ES ACERCA DE
BUSCAR Y ENCONTRAR”

Los nifios pequefios son increiblemente
perseverantes sobre algunas cosas. Si ellos
desean un juguete nuevo, lo piden, lo piden, y lo piden—
hasta el punto de irritar a los padres. Se les puede ensenar
como apilar bloques de construccion y después sentarse
por horas apilandolos una y otra vez. Tratan una tras otra
vez de amarrar la cinta de sus zapatos hasta conseguirlo.
Los nifios (y nosotros) aprendemos a través de la perseve-
rancia. Ellos (y nosotros) logramos a través de la perseve-
rancia. De hecho, la perseverancia es algo que nos sirve a
lo largo de nuestras vidas. Sin embargo, lo importante de
recordar no es la perseverancia sino obtener lo que uno
desea. El evangelio y la primera lectura de este domingo
habla de la perseverancia. Lo que es importante en ambas
lecturas no es la perseverancia sino el resultado: una ora-
cion fructifera. El enfoque de las lecturas es el lugar hacia
donde la oracién nos lleva—el empuje de la oracion es la
vida, la cual nos dirige finalmente a la vida eterna.

En este evangelio Jesus “nos ensefia a orar.” Aun mas
importante, ¢l nos ensefa a quien orar: Dios quién es un
Padre generoso y bondadoso. También nos ensefia para
que debemos orar: no solamente por las necesidades inme-
diatas (“el pan de cada dia”) pero, mas importante, por las
necesidades esenciales: fomentar el reino de Dios, la
ofrenda del perdon, y la proteccion de cualquier cosa que
pueda separarnos de Dios. Es la perseverancia en la ora-
cion que nos lleva mas a fondo en nuestra relacion con
Dios y nos alumbra para recibir estos “regalos finos” que
Dios nos brinda. Es la perseverancia en la oracion que
establece y mantiene el tipo de relacion con Dios la cual
nos asegura la meta final de la vida: una felicidad eterna
con nuestro divino Amado.

Los dos ejemplos que Jesus utiliza (amistad amable y
parentesco padre-hijo) manifiestan lo que siempre se con-
cede por medio de la oracidn, una relacion profunda con
Dios y los demas. Jesus nos ensefia que el Unico a quién
debemos de orar es nuestro “Padre” quién nos ama y cuida
sin limites. Esta profunda relacion intima y personal con
Dios nos inspira la confianza de (“‘cuanto mucho mas . . .”)
orar con “perseverancia” y comprender que no es tan im-
portante por lo que oramos sino el hecho que nos dirigi-
mos a Dios en dichos términos intimos. La oracion siem-
pre hace mas profunda nuestra relacion con Dios la cual ya
es una respuesta de lo que necesitamos.
